Harm Reduction on Campus

Harm reduction is a set of strategies, tactics, and beliefs that centre around
respect and autonomy for people who use drugs, following the idea of meeting
people where they’re at and reducing the negative social consequences
associated with actions that may be dangerous, without requiring that they
stop their behaviour.

More broadly, harm reduction is also a social justice movement and philosophy
that goes beyond the use of drugs. It takes into account the social factors and
material realities affecting people’s lives — such as class, racism, housing
access, family history, and trauma — that may influence one’s behaviour. It is
grounded in self-determination and empowering the community; one that is
non-judgmental and non-stigmatizing, allowing marginalized community
members to take charge of their own futures at their own pace.

Safe Consumption Services (SCS) are designed to prioritize harm reduction and
support individuals in their use of substances. They are health services that
provide a safe, welcoming, accessible, and confidential environment where
people can use pre-obtained drugs safely under the support of trained
healthcare workers. Attacks on Safe Consumption Services are one form of
direct attack on harm reduction. On our campuses, these attacks can take
different forms, including cuts to mental health and other student services, and
increased campus policing.

Fairness for International Students

Between 2000 and 2010, the number of international students at Ontario
colleges increased by five times, while the number of international students at
Ontario universities almost tripled. International students are an integral part of
our college and university campuses, as they make our institutions more diverse
and contribute to the academic community, just like all other students.

International students also have a significant economic impact, contributing $3
billion annually to the province’s economy through tuition fees, basic living
expenses, taxes, and consumer spending. Despite these significant
contributions, international students face various challenges when it comes to
accessing post-secondary education, healthcare, and immigration processes.

The Federation launched the Fairness for International Students campaign to
achieve:

« The elimination of differential fees and the restoration of post-secondary
funding for international students.

e The elimination of UHIP and C-HIP, simultaneously with the restoration of
OHIP for all international students.

« Improving immigration policies to ensure international students’ lives in
Canada are easier.

Access for Part-Time Students

During the late 1990s, part-time students were disqualified from applying for
student loans through the Ontario Student Assistance Programme (OSAP), and
child care bursaries that were previously provided to students with parental
responsibilities were dismantled. Ineligibility for OSAP results in a series of
other negative consequences for part-time students, as OSAP eligibility is
often used as a qualifier for other forms of student financial assistance offered
by individual colleges and universities.

In many cases, students are forced to drop down to part-time status in order to
reduce immediate educational expenses and increase their work-related
earnings. In some cases, students with dependents, family, or personal
obligations may need to study part-time due to the demands of their
circumstances.

Students won a victory in 2010 when the provincial government announced a
new $500 grant available for some part-time students. The Federation
continues to call for part-time students to have the same access to financial
assistance as full-time students, with the principle that eligibility should be
based on financial need, not course load.

The Federation offers a number of services to students’ unions and general
members.

Ethical Purchasing Network

This service enables students’ unions from across the country to leverage
economies of scale when purchasing orientation and membership swag at bulk
rates, making it more feasible to purchase ethical materials. Through this
program, TMAPS has been able to purchase ethically produced materials, such
as items you may receive at outreach and events.

UFile

The Federation offers promotional codes for members to use UFile to file their
taxes for free. In addition to being a standard online tax filing system, UFile is
also a bilingual program that is effective for filing taxes between provinces. The
promotional code is CFS1981.

International Student Identity Card (ISIC) Program

The ISIC card is an internationally recognized student lifestyle and discount card
featuring 150,000 discounts that students can use in Canada and while travelling
abroad in over 130 countries to redeem offers on travel, shopping, experiences
and more! The ISIC is FREE for international students as a benefit of membership
in the Canadian Federation of Students and TMAPS! You can order your free
virtual ISIC online at isic.ca/cfsfcee or by visiting the TMAPS office.

Operations

TMAPS continues to provide services and advocacy virtually, while regular
events and outreach activities occur both in-person and online. As Chang School
and Continuing Education courses continue to remain mostly online, TMAPS has
maintained its operations in a hybrid format to accommodate the needs of
members who are enrolled in distance education or simply unable to come to
campus. TMAPS reopened its offices to members in March 2023, with regular in-
person office hours scheduled for Wednesdays. Our office is located on the third
floor of the Student Centre, at 55 Gould Street, Room SCC 301. The current
office hours have been shared through communication channels and are as
follows:

 Monday, Tuesday, Thursday: 11 am to 7 pm (Virtual)

 Wednesday: 11 am to 7 pm (In-person)

Human Resources

TMAPS currently employs five full-time unionized staff members, one non-
unionized full-time staff member (the Executive Director), and two part-time
staff members (an Administrative Assistant and a Bookkeeper). TMAPS also
retains Bill Reid to provide legal services to its members.

TMAPS is currently hosting a paid placement student from the School of Social
Work. TMAPS aims to provide students with employment opportunities during
the spring and summer of 2026 through the Canada Summer Jobs and Career

Boost programs.

Communications

Digital communications and social media remain the primary means by which
TMAPS connects with members to promote events and services. However, this
year we have significantly expanded our tabling activities and increased the
number of in-person interactions with members, particularly for campaign
outreach. TMAPS maintains an active social media presence on Instagram,
LinkedIn, and TikTok where we have connected with organizations and student
clubs that align with our values and member needs.

As TMAPS does not receive a direct list of its members despite repeated
requests. Consequently, we remain dependent on the university for the accuracy
of our listservs. We occasionally receive complaints about non-members
receiving our communications

Given the number of distance education members, many TMAPS events continue
to be hosted on Zoom. However, we have increased our in-person programming
this year. Due to budget constraints, we have limited our use of professionally
printed material for distribution. Limiting necessary information for in-person
outreach events.

TMAPS Campaigns

Hands Off Our Education! - Opposing Bill 33

The Bill 33 campaign has been one of TMAPS’ highest-priority initiatives due to
the urgency of the legislation and its impact on student governance, equity
services, and campus autonomy. Bill 33 would give the provincial government
more control over universities and students’ unions, creating risks for essential
services such as health and dental plans, food banks, student advocacy, equity
center, and more. It threatens the support systems that make school affordable,
safe, and fair for many students. This is especially concerning for part-time and
continuing education students, who already face limited access to campus
services and rely heavily on union-run supports. As the Bill moved through its
second reading, TMAPS prioritized rapid organizing and student education
through consistent on-campus outreach. TMAPS will continue to table, collect
petition signatures, educate members, and gather volunteers for upcoming
actions. Students interested in supporting the campaign are encouraged to get
involved. TMAPS began organizing in August, before the start of Fall classes.

CFS-Ontario launched the provincial campaign on August 21 and provided
member locals with the organizing timeline, petition goals, outreach tools, and
expectations for students’ unions. TMAPS participated in CFS-Ontario report-
back meetings to share campus updates and align strategies with other Ontario
student unions. TMAPS also conducted outreach throughout orientation and
collected petitions twice a week. Additionally, TMAPS participated in the
provincial Week of Action by organizing email and phone zap events,
coordinating a banner drop at the SLC, and attending the Queen’s Park rally
alongside other locals. Collectively, more than 10,000 petitions have been
submitted to the Legislature, and TMAPS will continue to collect additional
sighatures as the campaign progresses. Students who want to get involved are
encouraged to join the Equity & Campaigns Committee.

Mental Health Campaign

The Mental Health Campaign focuses on reducing stigma, raising awareness,
and improving access to mental health support for part-time and continuing
education students. TMAPS aims to ensure that part-time and CE students can
easily navigate mental health information and are supported by services that
reflect their specific needs. Although the campaign did not progress at the
intended pace due to the urgent work surrounding Bill 33, important groundwork
continued.

TMAPS plans to formally launch the Mental Health Campaign during the first
Mental Health Series event on November 28th. TMAPS will also partner with
mental health providers, both on and off campus, to strengthen education and
expand support by offering workshops and creating easier pathways for
students to access mental health services throughout the upcoming semester.
TMAPS also aims to advocate for the expansion of mental health services
offered at the university to better meet the needs of part-time and CE students.
This work will contribute to the long-term goal of ensuring that mental health
supports are accessible for part-time and CE students.

Food Justice on Campus

The Food Security Campaign is another key priority for TMAPS, as rising food
costs continue to affect part-time and continuing education students who
balance multiple responsibilities and school with limited time and access to
campus support. Although this campaign did not progress this term due to the
urgent demands of the Bill 33 campaign, initial planning has begun to guide a
more structured rollout next semester.

TMAPS aims to strengthen awareness of existing food resources available to
part-time and CE students and will explore ways to expand access in future
semesters. TMAPS plans to develop a clear food resource guide outlining
affordable food options, community support, and both on and off-campus
services. TMAPS also plans to explore the possibility of hosting skill-based,
budget-friendly workshops that focus on dietary needs to support students in
navigating rising food costs.

In addition, TMAPS is interested in working with community food banks and food
programs to identify new opportunities to better support part-time and CE
students. There is also interest in examining how campus food access initiatives
could be re-established or expanded, as well as how the Good Food Centre could
better support part-time and CE students. The Food Security Working Group will
support this work by helping to identify additional strategies and review long-
term options for sustainable food access.

Access for Pregnant Students

Pregnant and parenting students often experience a more challenging academic
journey than most of their peers. School can feel very different for them, as they
are juggling multiple responsibilities at once and require additional support and
flexibility to manage their academic and personal commitments. Pregnant
students across post-secondary institutions face difficulties accessing
accommodations due to limited awareness of pregnancy-related rights, which
can lead to inconsistent faculty responses and a lack of support. Students also
deal with the stress of having to repeatedly explain their situation to receive
support, with no guaranteed, consistent, or positive response. These challenges
can be overwhelming for part-time and continuing education students, who often
balance work, caregiving responsibilities, and academics simultaneously.

TMAPS has identified the Pregnant and Parenting Students Campaign as an
important area for development due to the significant gaps in support available
to pregnant and parenting learners, including unclear and inconsistent
processes for requesting accommodations and limited flexibility in how those
accommodations are applied. This semester will focus on laying the foundation
for the campaign. TMAPS plans to develop clear and accessible guidelines to
help pregnant and parenting students understand how to request
accommodations, increase awareness of available supports, and explore
opportunities to expand physical resources on campus, such as rest areas and
lactation spaces.

TMAPS plans to begin implementing these initiatives next semester. The goal of
the Pregnant and Parenting Students Campaign is to ensure that pregnant and
parenting students can continue their education without facing unnecessary
barriers or stigma.

Generative Al & Academic Integrity

TMAPS is committed to advocating for the rights, safety, and academic integrity
of our members. In light of recent developments, we wish to address concerns
regarding Toronto Metropolitan University’s rollout of the integrated Al
assistant, Gemini.

We are deeply concerned by the absence of a standardized policy across
faculties and departments regarding the use of generative artificial intelligence
(Al) tools in academic settings. The materials provided to students focus largely
on the individual risks of Al use, emphasizing punishment and fear without
addressing broader institutional responsibilities or offering clarity around
acceptable use. This lack of guidance leaves students vulnerable to accusations
of academic misconduct, as echoed by our Student Rights Coordinator, who has
supported students through several such cases.

We urge the University to shift away from punitive and fear-based messaging
and to adopt a student-informed, transparent, and consistent approach to Al in
education.

Specifically, we recommend the following:

o Immediate development of a clear, campus-wide policy on generative Al use
in academic work;

« Consultations with student unions, faculty, instructors, TAs, and Senate
committees as part of this policy process;

« Workshops and educational materials for students, focused on Al literacy,
academic integrity, and self-advocacy;

» Public acknowledgment of the broader social, political, and environmental
implications of Al in academia.

Indigenous Education & Treaty Recognition Week

From November 4 to 8, 2024, Toronto Metropolitan University (TMU) hosted
Indigenous Education and Treaties Recognition Week with a series of events
across campus that included educational panels, hands-on workshops and
cultural celebrations. Community members participated in programming aimed
at deepening understanding of Indigenous experiences, treaty rights and treaty
relationships in Canada, all contributing to the broader work toward
reconciliation.

Pink Detect

Pink Detect was born out of a passion to revolutionize women's health in
Pakistan. Combining new technology with expert medical insights, Pink Detect
offers a proactive approach to early detection and comprehensive breast health
management—all from the convenience of your phone. Their mission is simple:
to make breast health care easy, reliable, and available to every woman and
person affected by breast cancer. With TMAPS'’s financial support, Pink Detect
has been able to:

o Successfully launching their app on both the App Store and Google Play
Store.

» Host multiple workshops across Pakistan, India and the United States.

« Organize medical camps in Pakistan, including the country’s first breast
health workshop for blind women with braille resources.

o Implement a “Train the Trainer” program in rural villages to empower trusted
women leaders to share breast health knowledge within their own
communities.

» Showcase these accomplishments at the American Medical Student
Association conference, where their work earned the award for Best Poster —
International Impact.

Health & Dental Plan

All part-time undergraduate degree students are automatically enrolled in the
TMAPS Health & Dental Plan. The 2025-26 12-month plan cost $357.68, and
highlights of the coverage included: 90% coverage for prescription drugs, $750
for mental health services, 65% dental coverage, custom orthotics,
acupuncture, diabetes supplies, wisdom tooth extraction, and more. This
coverage begins on September 1 and spans through the academic year until
August 31. Students who begin their studies for the first time in January 2026
will be charged the prorated fee of $238.45 for the 8-month plan.

Plan Features For 2025: New Health & Dental Plan Broker

As of September 2025, TMAPS is now partnered with Gallivan as our health
and dental plan broker. In 2024, we underwent a thorough review of the plan
and the processes surrounding the opt-out and family add-on to ensure this
service was meeting the expressed needs of our members. The resulting
transition to Gallivan meant that we were able to secure the following:

« Stable plan rates for the next three years

o Lower couple and family enrollment fees

« Credit reimbursements are automatically processed via the MyServiceHub
portal

« A new TMAPS Mystudentsplan website to help easily navigate plan details

« Additional mental health and financial resources through the
Mywellnessplan

Health & Dental Plan

Plan Highlights Include:

e Rexall Savings

o Plan members can receive an additional 20% prescription drug coverage
on top of the TMAPS benefit plan when they fill out prescriptions at
Rexall or online through Rexall Direct. This means that coverage will
increase to 100% at Rexall.

o Members can also enjoy 25% off the regular price of Rexall's exclusive
brands every day when they link their Be Well™ account with Rexall's
exclusive Preferred Perks Program.

« Iris the Visual Group: Their savings program offers members discounts on
products such as eyeglasses, prescription sunglasses, non-prescription
sunglasses, and contact lenses.

« Student Discount Dental Network: Select Dentists offer additional
discounts for students enrolled in the TMAPS dental plan. Members can find
providers or health practitioners that offer special rates to further extend
their coverage via Mystudentplan.ca/tmaps

 Mywellness Plan: The mywellnessplan add-on provides TMAPS plan
members with 24/7 access to specific tools and resources, including free
mental health assessments, online counselling, financial wellness webinars,
coaching, and more.

Health & Dental Plan

Opt-out/Enrollment Period & Refunds:

Fall 2025 Opt-Out Period: The TMAPS Health & Dental opt-out and enrollment
period for all part-time undergraduate degree students at Toronto Metropolitan
University (TMU) ran from September 1 to October 3, 2025. Of the 1,447 students
enrolled as part-time undergraduate degree students in the Fall 2025 semester,
nearly two-thirds chose to remain on the plan. Students who chose to opt out of
Gallivan had their reimbursements processed in the form of a credit to their
MyServiceHub account on October 17.

Temporary Inactive Period: The Fall 2025 temporary inactive period for first-
time enrollees and returning students ended on November 1. Members can now
register their account and submit claims online through the GSC Everywhere
portal, and browse additional savings and mental health & wellness resources
via the TMAPS Mystudentplan website.

Fall 2025 Enrollment Period: This semester, 20 dependents were added to the
12-month Health & Dental Plan for an additional fee.

Alternative Coverage Options:

TMAPS members who may not be eligible for the Health & Dental Plan can now
access discounted coverage through Canada Life - Freedom to ChooseTM
individual insurance options. Multiple-tiered options help tailor coverage to the
needs of students who may be ineligible for the TMAPS plan, who will soon be
graduating and want coverage, or who missed the enrollment deadline to add
their dependents. Eligible members can explore coverage options by visiting the
mystudentplan.ca/tmaps website.

Service Updates for 2025

Services Survey

In February 2025, TMAPS created a survey aimed at gathering membership
feedback and data on the current services being offered. The goal of this survey
was to evaluate the usage, awareness and quality of the current services offered
at both TMAPS and TMU, and to gather student input for the direction of future
service development. This survey collected a total of 654 responses. A few key
points of feedback from this survey included:

» Transportation, discount textbooks and mental health & wellness are areas
where members would like to see TMAPS prioritize efforts in the future
o 25% of members did not know TMAPS offered services
» Accessing services and finding information on our website can be confusing
» Distance education is a barrier to accessing some services
o The TMAPS Health & Dental Plan and Bursary are the most utilized services
o Students would like to see TMU offer more support in the way of food
security and discounts for transportation
This type of information is instrumental in helping TMAPS determine the need
for more or diverse service offerings, inform new campaigns and advocacy
efforts with the university, and even reevaluate internal administrative
processes.

We are deeply grateful for the participation of so many students! Surveys like
this provide an important opportunity for you to share your thoughts, feelings,
and needs with your student union. Our team carefully reviews every comment
submitted, and we sincerely appreciate your thoughtful and candid feedback.

Legal Service

The TMAPS Legal Service, headed by our in-house lawyer William “Bill” Reid,
offers FREE essential legal advice and support to students, addressing a broad
range of legal matters for our members. Over the past year, TMAPS Legal
Service was consulted by roughly 130 TMAPS members.

Key Areas of Support for 2025

Ontario Student Assistance Program, 20%: Students who qualify to receive
OSAP grants or loans are often required to provide sworn affidavits to prove
aspects of their personal situations for which they don't have other evidence.
Bill drafts and notarizes a large number of such affidavits, and also assists
students with other aspects of the OSAP system, such as appeals.

Housing, 20%: Students often find that their landlords don't maintain the
premises as they should, or that they attempt to increase the rent or evict them
unlawfully. Bill helps students resolve such issues, including assisting them in
drafting correspondence with their landlords and completing Landlord and
Tenant Board forms properly. To a lesser extent, students also experience
conflicts with roommates and neighbours, and sometimes they just need
information to understand their own responsibilities more clearly.

Family law, 15%: Many students are in relationships, and/or have children, and
experience challenges such as separation or abuse. As a first step, they usually
need information about their rights. However, Bill also helps them to
communicate and negotiate with other parties, and if necessary, to complete
family court forms.

Legal Service

Employment law, 15%: Because so many students work while attending school,
they also experience violations of their workplace rights, and to a lesser extent,
workplace injuries. Bill also helps them to understand and negotiate
employment agreements.

Other civil matters, 10%: Students are sometimes injured in motor vehicle
accidents or in accidental falls, and the legal service helps them to understand
their rights and to negotiate appropriate compensation. Students also
sometimes lend money to others or are lent money, and when such debts aren't
repaid, Bill helps them complete small claims court forms, negotiate
settlements whenever possible, and navigate the various stages of the court
system.

Other administrative matters, 6%: Bill also drafts and notarizes documents for
purposes other than OSAP, and assists students in dealing with government
agencies, including helping them to complete applications to agencies such as
the Human Rights Tribunal of Ontario.

Criminal and Provincial Offences, 6%: Students are sometimes charged with
crimes, and also with provincial offences such as Highway Traffic Act offences.
Bill helps them understand their options and, depending on their respective
situations, assists them in negotiating an appropriate resolution without the
need for a trial or to represent themselves in court.

Legal Service

Immigration, 4%: Bill cooperates with the University's International Student
Support department to ensure that international students are aware of their
rights and responsibilities, and, where appropriate, assists them with completing
documentation.

Corporate and Commercial Law, 4%: To their credit, many students express an
interest in starting a business, either while attending school or upon graduation.
Bill helps them understand the different forms a business may take and
establish their businesses in the best way for each, while also assisting them in
creating contracts and other documentation for use in their businesses.

Tax Clinic

In collaboration with the Canada Revenue Agency, TMAPS will host its annual
Tax Clinic in April 2026. This FREE service is available to all TMAPS members!
This clinic is an initiative run through the Community Volunteer Income Tax
Program (CVITP), which also helps provide employment-readiness opportunities
to students seeking experience as Tax Preparers. Be sure to visit our website
closer to tax season to book your appointment and learn about how to become a
volunteer!

Student eligibility for these appointments is based on the CVITP criteria for
simple tax situations. TMAPS members who do not meet this criterion or prefer
to file their own taxes can do so for free through the UFILE software, provided by
the Canadian Federation of Students. This code, and other information on how to
access UFILE, can be found on the TMAPS website under “File At Home for
Free!”

Students living outside the Toronto area can book in-person tax appointments at
CVITP clinics in their area. A complete list can be found online via the
Government of Canada website. International students seeking assistance with
their taxes can contact Toronto Metropolitan University’s International Student
Support (ISS) at issask@torontomu.ca for information on booking an
appointment for their upcoming tax clinic.

Bursary

The TMAPS Bursary is a non-repayable grant which provides critical financial
assistance to students. The bursary is open for applications each semester.
Eligible members can receive the bursary once per academic year, and up to
three times during the overall course of their studies. This support is available to
all students enrolled in Chang School courses for the current semester, including
those pursuing continuing education, part-time, full-time, and distance
education. While all TMAPS members are encouraged to apply, the bursary’s
high demand and limited funding mean that not all applicants may be approved.

As of this report, TMAPS is processing the Fall 2025 Bursary, which has received
over 442 applications.

All Union Coalition

TMAPS continues to meet regularly with campus labour unions and students’
unions around issues affecting the community. Collectively, we have worked to
share information on international student issues, the TMU International College
(Navitas partnership), Health and Safety planning, and cuts to education, and
have collaborated on policy proposals that serve students, instructors, and staff
members. When we work together, it becomes more difficult for the university
administration to divide us.

Post Secondary Education Coalition

In Spring 2025, for the first time, a Post Secondary Education (PSE) Coalition
was established on campus at TMU. Membership is open to community members;
however, the majority of those engaged were from the TMGSU, TMSU, TMAPS,
and some student groups, such as the Performance Students’ Union. An event
was held on June 5th, featuring a panel of speakers to discuss PSE issues,
including a lack of government funding and the impacts of budget cuts due to
university restrictions. On October 22nd, another event was held, described as a
town hall on PSE issues. This event was hybrid, with most attendees present in
person at Tecumseh Hall in the Student Centre, located at 55 Gould Street.
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University Policy Review

TMAPS is committed to ensuring that student input is included and at the
forefront of all decision-making at Toronto Metropolitan University. Thus, we
continue to collect feedback from students regarding university policies, which
we then compile and forward to the relevant committees or designated
individuals.

The TMU Discrimination and Harassment Policy was under review during the
winter and Spring of 2025. The Office of the Vice-President, Equity, Community,
and Inclusion conducted a consultation process with members of the TMU
community, including students, faculty, and staff, in Fall 2024. The main
changes in the policy include an updated title, the removal of the word
“prevention,” simplified language to enhance accessibility, and an expanded
definitions section to include more core terms, among other modifications to the
policy.

approved by the TMU Board of Governors on June 26, 2025.

The University’s Academic Integrity Policy, Senate Policy 60, was due for a
periodic review in 2022. The review of this policy has continued since then. In Fall
2025, the Director of the Academic Integrity Office reached out to share a draft
version of the policy, which included numerous changes. The Review Committee
is still finalizing the amendments, and no date has been shared for when the
revised version of the policy will be presented to the Senate for approval. There
is an interesting new model for decision-making in Policy 60 that is being
carefully considered. This proposal may reach the Senate in the Winter 2026
term.

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University Governance

Toronto Metropolitan University has a bi-cameral governing structure, which
means two decision-making bodies work together to inform the University’s
budgeting process. The Board of Governors (or the Board) is responsible for
financial management and strategic planning; the Senate is responsible for
academic curricula and policies. Unfortunately, TMAPS does not have a direct
seat on the Board of Governors. However, we do have a seat in the Senate. The
Senate representative from TMAPS this year is Vice President of Governance
and Academic Policy, Esther Deng. Senate Meetings usually take place on the
first Tuesday of each month throughout the academic year (October to June).

Chang School Matters

The Chang School Council meets regularly throughout the Academic Year,
spanning from September to June. TMAPS has five seats on this decision-making
body that oversees the Chang School Certificate and
Microcredential/Microcertificate programming. Business typically involves the
approval of changes to the curriculum, such as adding or removing required
courses, or discontinuing a Certificate program altogether if there is no longer
adequate enrollment or funding has been discontinued. Lately, there has been a
trend of discontinuing Chang School Certificate programs due to low enrollment.
This reflects the Chang School’s efforts to be efficient with resources and adapt
to market changes. TMAPS always inquires about the impact on remaining
students in the programs, and the Chang School administrators typically have a
plan to accommodate the last students completing the program.
Microcredentials are a relatively new type of offering from the Chang School.
There are now four microcertificates offered, each requiring 3-5
microcredentials to be completed to qualify for the microcertificate.
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Academic Standing and Appeals Workshops

Every semester, TMAPS and the Toronto Metropolitan Students’ Union host
workshops to support students facing issues with their academic standings
(such as Academic Probation, Required to Withdraw, or Permanent Program
Withdrawal) or students who wish to file grade appeals to challenge the final
grades they received.

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TMAPS Fall Orientation

TMAPS Fall Orientation 2025 successfully welcomed new and returning part-
time students with a series of interactive, student-centred activities designed to
build awareness, connection, and confidence as they begin the academic year.
This year’s orientation strategically focused on three core concepts: TMAPS
services, Bill 33 education, and GenAl engagement, ensuring that students not
only felt supported but also informed and empowered in navigating their
university experience.

Students were introduced to the full spectrum of TMAPS services, including
academic supports, health and wellness resources, legal aid, advocacy
pathways, and community-building programs through engaging conversations
and guided activities. The goal was to ensure every member left with a strong
understanding of what TMAPS can offer throughout their part-time journey.

To further strengthen student awareness, TMAPS delivered a hands-on
educational activity centred on Bill 33, breaking down the legislation into easy-
to-understand scenarios that highlighted student rights and institutional
responsibilities. This helped participants clearly see how current provincial
policies may shape their post-secondary experience, and reinforced TMAPS’
commitment to strong, student-driven advocacy.

In addition, this year introduced an innovative GenAl interactive game, designed
to shine a light on the vague and often confusing language surrounding the use
of Al in academic work at TMU. Many students shared that they were unsure
about what is and is not allowed when using tools like Google Gemini, prompting
TMAPS to create an activity that unpacked these grey areas in a fun, accessible
format. Overall, TMAPS Fall Orientation not only built community and
excitement but also set the tone for an informed, well-supported, and innovative
academic year.

Bill 33 Events | Action Week | Hands- Off Campaign

Since the beginning of the Fall semester, our efforts at TMAPS have been
focused on raising awareness about the proposed Ontario legislation, Bill 33. We
participated in two events endorsed by the CFS Bill 33 campaign, “Hands-Off
Campaign,” which educated students about Bill 33 and how to oppose it.

Bill 33 Bingo

Bill 33 Bingo was an interactive game designed to help students learn about the
Supporting Children and Students Act (Bill 33) in a fun and engaging way. Each
square highlighted key aspects of the bill and its impact on students’ education,
rights, and campus life. By playing, students not only gained awareness but also
saw how these changes directly impact them. The game encouraged action by
showing students how they can get involved, such as signing the petition,
contacting their local Member of Provincial Parliament (MPP) for updates on CFS
and TMAPS, and supporting the Hands Off campaign.

Paws 4 a Cause

The Paws for a Cause event was in partnership with PawPals Puppy Yoga and
endorsed by the Canadian Federation of Students’ Hands-Off campaign. Paws
for a Cause was part of our broader advocacy efforts to bring awareness about
Bill 33. While students waited for their turn with the therapy dogs, they had the
chance to learn more about Bill 33 and participate in phone zaps to their MPP.
The event combined mental health support with civic engagement, creating an
approachable space for students to get involved. Many students expressed that
the mix of relaxation and advocacy made the information more accessible.
Overall, the initiative successfully raised awareness while fostering community
engagement on campus.

Halloween Family Movie Night

On November 5, 2025, TMAPS hosted a Family Movie Night as part of our
ongoing commitment to supporting student well-being and community building.
Students were invited to join us for a family-friendly film and a buffet-style
dinner. This event created an accessible space for student parents to pick up
their children after school and enjoy a meal together on campus, while also
offering an opportunity for other students to decompress after exams or
intensive study sessions. The evening was well-received and reinforced the value
of providing inclusive, low-barrier programming for our membership.

This was a reflective and creative virtual gathering on August 1, 2025, that
honoured the history and significance of Emancipation Day (July 29, 2025). The
event opened with a welcome, land acknowledgment, and intention setting,
followed by a collective “Freedom Words” activity that invited participants to
define what “freedom” means to them. A featured performer shared a song while
singing and playing the piano. The night continued with a raffle and an open mic
segment, offering space for community members to share poems, stories, and
affirmations. The event closed with a collective vow, a final reflective prompt,
and an invitation to carry forward a personal word of liberation.
